For Those Thinking of Applying to High School
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On August 3rd (Sat.), the 2024 High School Admission Orientation for Foreign Students and Guardian(s) was held in Omiya
Sonic City. With 124 families from 21 different countries, a total of 278 students and guardian(s) participated, making the event a
huge success. With such a large jump in numbers compared to previous years, everyone’s enthusiasm and interest was clearly felt.

As guardian(s) and students were asked to watch the information videos on “High School Admissions” and “School Fees” before
attending the orientation, we feel this helped to prepare and narrow down the questions they wanted to ask the most during the
Q&A. The videos can be found on the Saitama International Association website. If you have yet to watch the videos, please do so
at your convenience.

22 booths were set up during the orientation for those seeking private counseling on the Entrance Exam, Special Selection for
Foreign Students, and Japanese Classes. We were happy to see many guardian(s) and students actively participating and taking
notes during the free information sessions.
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We will present a couple of questions that were asked by participants:
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To get into high school, one needs to pass the entrance exam, so the question of “can I pass?” is on everyone’s mind. However,
that does not mean that “any school is fine as long I can get in”. Students will reach the age of 18 during their time in high school.
As such, high school is a very important place where one learns the skills necessary to be a functioning and responsible adult in
society. Picture who you want to be in 5 years, or 10 years and ask yourself “What school will help me reach my dreams and
goals?” For those who do not have a concrete goal in mind, the question is “what high school will broaden my horizons, help me
reach my potential, and allow me to live a fulfilling life as a high school student?”

As each school has its merits and appeals, make sure to proactively attend high school open houses and Culture Festivals in
person, to get a feel for the vibe and the atmosphere of each school. After that, it is all about giving your best to make it into the
high school of your choice.
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Those eligible to take the “Special Selection for Foreign Students Exam” must meet the following 2 criteria:
(DTo have resided in Japan for less than 3 years by February 1st of the same year as the entrance exam.

@To be living with a guardian in Saitama or to be planning to live in Saitama by March 31st of the same year as the
exam.

If the applicant fails to meet any one of the criteria above, the applicant will take the general Entrance Exam even if they
are of a foreign nationality. The “Special Selection for Foreign Students Exam” is held in 12 prefectural high schools. The
exam consists of an ability test on two subjects (math and English) and an interview to be conducted in Japanese. The
ability test contains the same questions as the general Entrance Exam, but has “furigana” over the kanji. Even if taking the
“Special Selection for Foreign Students Exam”, good grades are necessary to be able to pass. Just as all other students,

studying well and studying hard are a must.
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As high school is not mandatory, there are entrance fees, tuition fees and textbook fees that need to be payed. Please be
advised that fees may differ between high schools. The “School Fees” orientation video contains information on fees as well
as financial assisstance. In addition, the “High School Admissions” video contains infomation on the different high schools
and the “Special Selection for Foreign Students Exam”.
